Trace monotype 
employs line drawings to be used 
on their own or in combination 
with frottage and chine collé 
techniques. Combine all three 
processes to create extraordinary 
prints! A press is useful but 
NOT required. Feel free to bring 
existing printing plates to include in 
your work. The workshop is perfect 
for beginning as well as
